REGULAR SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

Board President Sandy Baumberger called meeting of the Board of Education for the McIntosh School District # 15-1, McIntosh, South Dakota to order with the following members present:  Landon Arnold, Chris Bailey, Marcia Schell and Sandy Baumberger and Bill Chase.   Also present:  Superintendent-Dick Schaffan; Business Manager-Rose Mary Fritz and Principal/Athletic Director-Jonathan Frey. 

Visitors present:  Michele Hoffman, Molly Ten Broek, Jaden Maier, Mark and Keri Baumberger.
All motions carried unanimously unless stated otherwise.

President Baumberger asked for additions to agenda.

With consensus of the Board, motion by Arnold,  second by Schell to approve Agenda, Regular March 9th, Minutes, March 29th  Special Minutes along with Financial Report for the month of March, 2011.   Financial Report is attached and made part of these minutes as Attachment “A”.

Member Baumberger brought Semester Tests and Policy to the Board for discussion.
MHS Students, Keri Baumberger and Jaden Maier brought further information and hand outs regarding Wall Mats in the Gymnasium.   The students said the Senior Class would like to use Senior Class funds to help with this project.   Discussion was held on the Project.     The Board and Administration wish to “Thank” the Class of 2011 for their kind act of generosity.
Elementary Principal/Athletic Director, Jonathan Frey reported on Elementary Events.   Principal Frey reported Parent Teacher Conferences and Pre School Screening went well.  He reported Braydon Katus did well at the State Geography Bee placing 11th out of 87 contestants.    Mr. Frey reported upcoming events as the Music Contest and Spelling Bee.   Athletic Director Frey said he will be advertising for Head and Assistant Volleyball and Elementary Girls Basketball.
High school update given by MTA President-Michele Hoffman.   She reported Molly Ten Broek, Connie Klaudt, Deb  Trullinger and herself attended the TIE conference in Rapid City.  Since  Ms. Klaudt was a presenter and Ms. Trullinger her assistant,  they had part of their expenses paid by TIE and Ms.  Ten Broek and Ms. Hoffman who are involved in TIE classes also had all their expenses paid by TIE.   Michelle also reported on Academic Olympic  results, and said the results were amazing and the students looked so nice and were very well mannered.  McIntosh Students swept the top 4 individual places.   She reported Bob Schuh taking Math Students to the Math Contest in Aberdeen.   Sophomores and Juniors will be attending a Career Expo in Mobridge next week.    Molly Ten Broek also reported on the Science  trip to California that she and Mrs. Clark went on.  She stated it was a great learning experience.
NWAS update given by Board President, Sandy Baumberger.   Sandy reported Teacher Negotiations are still in progress.    Mobridge/Pollock School wishes to withdraw from the NWAS Cooperative agreement, and Smee School District wishes to become a member of the Cooperative.

Supt. Schaffan gave an update on Impact Aid.  He talked about a possible Library Grant, which the district has since discovered was among those cut by the Federal Government.   He also reported that our Food Service has received notice that our School was chosen to be a member of the fresh fruit and vegetable program for 2011-2012.   He said Food Service Director, Colette Kellogg will attend a workshop this summer  on the details.   Mr. Schaffan said the Swimming Pool Lease has been signed, notarized and is in place.
